Asyou can see, our expenditures and revenue has
not varied far from our budget. Revenue is short of budget, however part of thisis dueto
afew of the churches having the forty cents per capitalocked in their computers. Most of
this has been worked out and ailmost al have made the change to fifty cents per capita.
